Depending on how many come to the audition any number may therefore be considered between 5 and 12.    If doubling is used it may not be in the same form as in the original.  Because of the  doubling some characters were given accents as contrasts, the Welsh, Scottish and Irish may be dispensed with but could be useful.    Try them if you wish.  Show  how versatile you are.
